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Align Several Pictures 
Adjust Photo to desired size and position on page > Select photos to align using 
Shift + click > Layout Ribbon > Choose desired Layout Option (hover until the 
desired option is located)  
Examples: Select “same size” to make all the images the same size, then “align right” to 
make selected photos line up on the right edge, then make evenly spaced vertically 
Tip: Remember to select the photo with the formatting/sizing you want to copy LAST. 
 
Putting Text on Patterned Background 
Use these steps to avoid having text “compete” with a patterned background 
Shape > Create rectangle > Choose color to match with background (you don’t want this 
element to appear obvious) 
Adjust shape to sit behind the text > use Layout Ribbon > Move Backward 
Then to soften the shape > Tools Ribbon, Opacity (adjust until somewhat see-thru) and 
Accept 
To soften the shape further > Photos Ribbon > Select an edge > Bevel (1st option) 
 
To Corner Round a Picture 
Select Photo > Tools Ribbon > Shapes > Select Shape (rounded square – 4th option in 
geometric shape list) > Position shape over your picture > Invert shaded area if necessary > 
Erase shaded area > Will need to flatten image (select ok when asked) 
 
To Create Your Own PNG Files 
Add Page > Blank > Select photo or desired image > Tools > Select shape to fit your image 
(rectangle, ellipse, other) > Size shape to fit selected image > Invert and erase shaded as 
needed > Yes to flatten when asked > Then follow saving steps below  
Cleanup tip: To eliminate background areas from your PNG file when your photo isn’t a 
defined shape, you can also use the wand feature (Tools Ribbon > wand) or shapes to erase 
and “blot” large pieces of background in stages. 
Photo tip: images on a sharply contrasting background tend to work best for this process (i.e. 
a white volleyball on a black background) 
 
To Organize Your PNG Files 
There are two steps to creating your own PNG (pronounced “ping”) file 

1. Saving: Select a desired element > right click > save selection > name it 
2. Using: Bring your saved PNG file into SBC Plus by going to Embellishments > 

Organize > My Stuff then: 
a. Create a new collection: File > Add Collection > Name how you would be able 

to locate it later 
b. Pick existing collection: Content > Add Embellishment > Browse to folder where 

saved > Select Element > Get Selected

Note: Besides creating your own PNG embellishments, you can also save your own papers.  
Have an amazing sunset picture?  This would be a great place to put it! 
 
 
To Flatten an Image  
This is great for creating a border of your own PNG images 
Warning: Flattening is a permanent procedure!  (However, if you make a mistake, just start 
over with a fresh picture.)  Flattening will make a group of elements into one.  This process 
avoids the need to constantly group and ungroup several elements. 
Lock Background > then Ctrl + A to select the remaining images > Layout Ribbon > Flatten 
 
Custom Projects 
You can make projects in the size of you choosing.  You just need a printer that can handle 
the size you’ve chosen.  Printer options include using a home printer, web processor or the 
Creative Memories Photo Center (www.cmphotocenter.com).
